1. The recipient must be in his/her senior year of high school

2. The recipient must attend a college or university, not a trade school or vocational school.

3. The recipient must be an active marching member of a unit who will attend the current
Tennessee State Division | or Division Il Championship.

4. Scholarship(s) granted will be paid directly to the recipient’s college/university.

5. All applicants will be considered for Corporate Scholarships, but must limit his/her college
scholarship selections to two.

6. Selections for College Scholarships will be made by the college/university music
representative.

7. A committee consisting of the Division | & Il Host Awards Committee and a representative
from each sponsoring corporation will make selections for Corporate Scholarships.

8. Applicants are to contact the Division | & Il Host Awards Committee only. There should be
no contact initiated by the applicant with the corporate/college sponsor.

9. All scholarships will be presented at the Tennessee State Division | or Il Championship.

5. Two Video DVD/Tapes of proper audition material _, including but not limited to: 8 of 12 major
scales (utilizing 2 octaves where possible) and two prepared and extended (full length to allow
for proper determination) etudes or solo excerpts ( one technical, one lyrical). Remember to
send one video per college/university; corporate sc holarships do not require a taped audition.
